He 

talked about how on one hand the Constitution gives powers to the State and on the other hand gives 

Fundamental Rights to the persons as a rider to the powers of the State. Human welfare is also the echoed in the 

Directive Principles of our Constitution. The imprints of the human welfare of our Constitution are also reflected 

in our various programmes viz. MNREGA and Pension schemes. He also expressed his views about the importance 

of realization of our Fundamental Duties especially in times wherein the health of an individual also depends 

upon the behavior of other.
