(25 April 1919 - 17 March 1989)

Hemvati Nandan Bahuguna, born in Devbhumi Garhwal, by virtue of his life of an eternal Karma yogi
and a statesman, lifted the glory of Garhwal and India up to the supernal heights. He received his early
education from Garhwal region and later on shaped his academic and political career from Allahabad
University. Hemvati Nandan Bahuguna was a man of commitment. He firmly believed in multi-
religious, multi-lingual and multi-ethnic fabric of Indian society. Risen in politics from the lowest strata
this patriotic politician eternally detached himself from all petty selfish motives and refused to
compromise with fundamentalism and regionalism.

The history of his political life is full of twist and turns but despite the blows of time and fate, he
steered the wheel of his life like the ever flowing Ganges. Hemuvati Nandan, 'the son of the mountains'
proved true to his name. He never lost his cool even in the odds emerging off and on in his life. He was
one of those few politicians in India who advocated corruption free, neat and clean administration. He
held important ministerial positions for long terms in the Union and State Government.

It was his firm conviction that the autonomy of the democratic institutions should be respected and
maintained by the executive machinery. He always emphasized upon the autonomy of the Universities.
During his tenure as the Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh he took special care to maintain the dignity of
the status of the Vice-Chancellors. The tremendous love and concern which he manifested towards the
teaching community is remembered by teachers to this day with gratitude. All of us will always
remember him for his efficient administration and strong commitment, he showed for the all round
development of Garhwal University. Adopting the name of Shri Bahuguna for the University, and
thereby overwhelmingly portraying its distinctive identity, we salute late Hemvati Nandan Bahuguna,
the true son of the soil.

Hemvati Nandan Bahuguna Garhwal University was established as a State University vide U.P. State Government
notification no. (10)/(865)/15/(75)(85)/64 dated 23 November 1973. The University has subsequently been converted to
Central University by an Act of Parliament i.e. the Central Universities Act 2009. The University has thus been entrusted
with new responsibilities to guide its students, faculty and all other stakeholders to achieve excellence in academics and
strive for all round development.

The University, nestled in the lap of Himalayan ranges in the Garhwal region of Uttarakhand, is a residential cum
affiliating institution of higher learning. It has jurisdiction over seven districts of Uttarakhand. The University has three
Campuses distantly located from each other - Birla Campus, Srinagar with its extension at Chauras Campus; B. Gopal
Reddy (BGR) Campus, Pauri; and Swami Ram Teerth (SRT) Campus, Badshahithaul, Tehri. In the year 2019-20, more
than 1 Lakh students were enrolled in the University in its Campuses and 120 affiliated colleges and institutes. There are
02 'College with Potential for Excellence'and 01 'Autonomous College' affiliated to the University.

ACADEMIC SET UP OF THE UNIVERSITY

Hemvati Nandan Bahuguna Garhwal University was established as a State University vide U.P. State Government
notification no. (10)/(865)/15/(75)(85)/64 dated 23 November 1973. It has a rare distinction of taking birth through a
powerful popular movement during early seventies in the last century. This movement symbolized the hopes and
aspirations of the masses of the region of Garhwal for the development through higher education. The people of this
remote mountainous region agitated for opening a university at this small but historic semi rural town of Srinagar. It was
an expression of the quest for empowering their future generations for overcoming endemic economic and social
backwardness, geographic and environmental constraints, re-assertion of cultural identity and harnessing of the local
natural and human resources for development.

The university was converted to a Central University on 15" January 2009 by an Act of Parliament i.e. the Central
Universities Act 2009. The University, thus been entrusted with new responsibilities to guide its students, faculty and all
other stakeholders to achieve excellence in academics and strive for all round development of the students. Since its
inception, the University has shown commitment towards regional and community development which is inherent in its
teaching courses, research agenda and other outreach and extension initiatives. The synergy derived from circumstances
of its genesis still inspires and promotes its vision for future. However, being a Central University, HNBGU has a Pan-
India appeal and draws students from various pockets of the country.

The University, nestled in the lap of Himalayan ranges in the Garhwal region of Uttarakhand, is a residential cum
affiliating institution of higher learning. It has jurisdiction over seven districts of Garhwal region of Uttarakhand. The
University has three Campuses distantly located from each other - Birla Campus, Srinagar Garhwal with its extension at
Chauras Campus; B. Gopal Reddy (BGR) Campus, Pauri; and Swami Ram Teerth (SRT) Campus, Badshahithaul, Tehri.
In addition, there are 120 colleges and institutes affiliated to it, spreading over seven districts of Garhwal region of

High Altitude Plant Physiology Research Centre
High Altitude Plant Physiology Research Centre (HAPPRC) with its alpine station at Tungnath (3600 m asl) in District
Rudraprayag has successfully extended its R&D outputs to the society through establishing demonstration units as see &
adopt and organizing on & off farm training programmes for capacity building of the stakeholders, and transfer of
technical know-how of cultivation of high altitude medicinal and aromatic plants (MAPs).

Adopting the agro-technology developed by the HAPPRC, numbers of farmers have initiated the cultivation of
MAPs in their agriculture/waste land. Village Ghesh in Deval block of District Chamoli is a model village for cultivation
of Kutki.
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The centre also helped in establishing MoU between MAPs growers and Pharma Companies for marketing of raw
produce, thus ensuring income generation. During 2019-20, the centre distributed 42,800 plants of 05 MAP species to
150 persons of 07 villages in Uttarakhand.

Centre has developed a Nature Interpretation Site at Baniyakund (district Rudraprayag) with financial support
under National Mission on Himalayan Studies programme through GBPNIHESD that is being used for creating
environmental awareness as well as field research, demonstration and maintenance of germplasm.

Centre for Mountain Tourism and Hospitality Studies (CMTHS)

Department of Tourism was established in 1976 with a course of 'P.G. Diploma in Tourism and Pilgrimage Studies'. In
1982, the department changed the nomenclature of Diploma into the 'P.G. Diploma in Tourism and Hoteliering'. In 1991,
the department entered into the global market of tourism education by introducing for the first time the 'Master of Tourism
Administration' (MTA) programme (2 Year full time), and became first in Asia, where a course on tourism at Master
degree level was started. Subsequently the department was renamed as Centre for Mountain Tourism and Hospitality
Studies (CMTHS) in 2001. Later on the nomenclature of the MTA was changed to M.B.A. in Tourism in 2003. The Centre
also started a four year full time Bachelor course in Hotel Management and Catering Technology (BHM&CT) in year
2004.

The Centre has distinction of promoting ecotourism activities in the region and also linking education to
entrepreneurship by conducting workshops for the development and expansion of existing and upcoming tourism
entrepreneurs.

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UGCSC, ST & MINORITIES REMEDIAL COACHING CELL

UGC has been contributing towards social equity and socioeconomic mobility of the under-privileged sections of the
society through various special schemes. The Commission has been providing separate assistance to the universities (i)
for remedial coaching at UG & PG level (i) coaching for entry into services (iii) coaching for NET to Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes and Minority candidates.

The students coming to higher education from SC, ST and Minorities communities are to be brought to the mainstream if
they are not doing well in their respective classes. Their remedial coaching classes were started to give the students of
these categories extra attention and assistance in the course, language and communicative skills.

The e-Governance Cell is maintaining a web application which is hosted on www.hnbguedrp.in. This web
application is one kind of ERP specially developed for university system.

Currently this web application has following modules:
1. Online Recruitment System: This system is developed for recruitment process of university staff. It helps
university to collect applications, to screen profiles and to prepare data for conducting test if needed.
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2. Online Pay Slip System: This module enables employees to view and download their salary slip anytime in a
paperless way.

3. Online Entrance Examination: This system enables online filling of entrance examinations form and
subsequent short listing for admissions.

4. Online Examination Management System: It facilitates student to fill online examination form for end
semester/yearly examinations. With help of user id and password colleges can verify online filled examination
forms, generate roll list and admit cards of students. It also enables students to download their own admit card if
the form is versified by the college/university.

This system also facilitates examiners feeding of internal and external examination marks online. This
system also generates tabulation charts and online grade sheet for internal use of university. Once result is
declared by the university students can download their grade sheet online with the help of their own user id and
password.

5. Online Hostel Management System: It facilitates student to fill online Hostel Admission form. With the help
of user id and password, Warden can verify online filled Hostel Admission forms, generate merit list with
percentile score to allot the room in hostel.

LANGUAGE LAB

A well equipped Communication Skill Laboratory was set up in March 2019 in Room No. 301, Student Activity Centre,
Birla Campus, Srinagar. It is a platform which offers an assortment of tools to sharpen the spoken skills of students. It
caters to students' unique needs by which each student feels confident, secure and appropriately challenged. The lab is
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equipped with 40 computers and audio-visual technical tools where facilitators can locate and incorporate a variety of
resources to accommodate students via audio-visual tactile and kinesthetic methods. This lab is presently equipped with

English language lab basic software. Some important features of it are as follows:

° Itis a fully interactive lab equipped with the facility of teacher to learner, learner to teacher and learner to learner
interactions.
° Teachers can address all learners at a time or a specific learner. A learner can individually communicate with the

teacher/master trainer to ask a question or to clarify a doubt.
. Since all the computers are interconnected in the language lab, all students in the class get equal chance to seek

the attention of the teacher.

° Volume and speed of the course can be well adjusted according to the comfort of student. He/she can refer back to
itwhenever needed.

° It helps students to learn pronunciation, stress accent, intonation, rhythm, and all other nuances of phonetics of
English language.

. The learners have freedom to record and playback their own voice recordings, assess and store them and then

replay whenever needed. They can make their own assessments personally.

° Introduction of headphones provides students their privacy which creates a better environment for their speaking
practice without hesitation.

° The student can also do a periodical self evaluation to measure the progress as well as evaluate his/her language.

RESEARCHAND CONSULTANCY COORDINATION CELL

Established on 18.04.2018, the Research and Consultancy Coordination (RCC) Cell is actively engaged with the
management and disbursement of grants received from different funding agencies for the research activities of the
projects being run by the different departments of the University. During the period (01/04/2019 to 31/03/2020) 40
projects amounting Rs. 1292.87 lakh were run by the Cell. In this period 05 new research projects amounting Rs. 243 lakh
were sanctioned by various funding agencies and an amount of Rs. 112 lakh was received to initiate the activities under
these projects.

In addition to usual administrative work this Cell was engaged with the compilation of different draft guidelines/
policies to run the research activities of the University for Quality Research Output. These are:

1. Research & Consultancy Guidelines/ Rules to run the Research and Consultancy Projects
2. Research Action Plan of the University.

3. Format for MoU with other Institutions/ Universities.

4. University Policy on IPR

5. Ethics Board and Policy.

All these draft documents have been prepared and now all these will be finalized by different committees
approved by the competent authority for this purpose. Subsequently these will be put for the approval of the statuary
bodies of the University.

In addition to all these, RCC cell has proposed various schemes for enhancing and encouraging the research
activities in the University especially the young faculty members and researchers by providing them financial assistance
as well as administrative support.

The internal
members are regularly meeting for adoption of SWAYAM MOOCs and have shortlisted 24 MOOC:s for credit
transfer for July-December 2020 Cycle.

e Dissemination of online learning initiatives of UGC and MHRD: The online learning initiatives of UGC
and MHRD have also been disseminated to the stakeholders through an exclusively created website
(www.swayamhnbgu.in) and through the print media (news clips:
https://drive.google.com/open?id=1prhilyGEiJhCIYj6jItHWqSQp7EIYjhf). A series of lectures have been
prepared and included in a YouTube playlist (http://tiny.cc/SWAYAM) along with the introductory video of
SWAYAM Cell (https://youtu.be/mekKB1460BQ4)

e Adoption of SWAYAM MOOC:s for credit transfer: Credit transfer for Industrial Pharmacy MOOC for B.

THE UNIVERSITY LIBRARY SYSTEM

HNB Garhwal University Library system was established in the year 1973 as a central facility to fulfill the information
requirements of the academic community of the university. The Central Library of the University has been shifted
to its new permanent Central Library building and started functioning since 1989. The Central Library building is
having the total Plinth area of 44,700 sq ft (approx) and which includes newly separate fully air conditioned reading
hall having 150 users seating capacity. New reading hall is also having ramp facility for differently abled users. A part
from the Central Library at Birla Campus, a well equipped library at Chauras Campus has been established in the year
2003 which is having a very good collection, especially on the subjects like science and technology and management.
Both the campuses (Tehri and Pauri) of University are also having the library with an excellent collection of learning
resources. The main function of library includes— collection development of knowledge resources, technical
processing, organization, retrieval and dissemination of information to the end users.

The Central Library a three-storey building at Birla campus is having a reading facility for the capacity for 350
users at a time. A part from the Central Library, all the Campuses encompass well developed libraries and reasonably
good facilities to cater the information needs of users.

The Knowledge Resources available in University System has been categorized in 09 collections and accordingly,
arranged and maintained separately : (1) Text Book Collection, (2) Reference Collection, (3) Periodical and Magazine
Collection, (4) Ph.D. Theses Collection, (5) Reports and Conference Proceedings Collection, (6) Donated Collection
of Eminent Scholars which includes important Manuscripts and rare documents, (7) Himalayan and Uttarakhand
Collection, (8) Audio-Visual Collection and (9) Digital and Electronic Collection.

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UNIVERSITY SCIENCE INSTRUMENTATION CENTRE (USIC)

The USIC is well equipped with the state-of-art facilities required for research purposes. These include X-ray
Diffractometer (XRD), Scanning electron microscope with energy dispersive spectrometer (SEM-EDS), Inductive
coupled plasma mass spectrometer with laser ablation system (LA-ICPMS), Spectroscopic ellipsometer, Liquid
Nitrogen Plant, Ferroelectric PE Loop Tracer and Piezometer, and accessories, Uv-Vis-NIR spectrophotometer, etc.
It provides services to the research scholars and faculty members on nominal payment basis. Besides, the facilities
are also extended to the affiliated colleges and other research institutions in the region.

COMPUTER LITERACY PROGRAM LAB

The Computer Literacy Program (CLP Lab) Lab was established by the University in 2009 to promote computer
literacy to SC, ST and OBC students of the University. Located in the Student Activity Building, Birla Campus
Srinagar, it has 50 standalone desktops with other hardware and software. The CLP Lab is also being used by the
Under-graduate students to train them on Computerized Accounting and practical training for B.Com. and B.Sc.
Computer Science students respectively.

COMPUTER CENTRE

Since its inception during the VII five-year plan (1986-1987), the Computer Centre has contributed significantly in
developing the IT infrastructure of the University and fulfilling the computing requirement of the university. In view
of the importance of technological advancement and increasing dependence on IT, university has drawn its priorities
on IT infrastructure and encouraging the use of IT in the university. The centre has been working successfully under
the guidance and supervision of a System Manager supported by the technical and official staff.

- 100 MBPS Leased Line installed at Birla Campus for Campus Wi-Fi facility
- 1 Gbps connectivity link under NMEICT project at Central Library building Chauras
- Campus Wi-Fi facility is operative at Chauras Campus
- Campus Wi-Fi facility of Pauri, Tehri and Srinagar campuses is in final stage of being operational

- Maintenance and day to day updating of University web portal

NMEICT/ NKN PROJECT

Under the policy National Mission on Education through ICT (NMEICT), Ministry of Human Resource Development,
Govt. of India, New Delhi sanctioned 1 Gbps connectivity link to the university.

University has three campuses and LAN is to be established at all three Campuses. The campus network shall be
utilized for inter-department connectivity as well as campus to campus connectivity, to provide information sharing,
allowing working together more effectively in cohesive manner through 1 Gbps connectivity link.

UGC- INFONET LAB

The INFONET is a major initiative undertaken by the University Grants Commission to bring the benefits of
Information and Communication Technology (ICT) to all the Universities and Colleges in India.

The primary aim of the INFONET is to provide electronic access to the literature. The connectivity will facilitate
the University to communicate with the other Universities in the country, abroad and also share library resources
established by Information and Library Network (INFLIBNET).

Under this prestigious programme, the University established the INFONET laboratory and since then it is providing
the facility to access almost 6500 journals (full text) covering all areas of learning.

A Laboratory having 2 Mbps leased line with 25 IBM P-1V, Server etc. machines in a Client/Server architecture, have
been installed at Central Library, for the purpose. The above facility is now being used by faculties, research scholars
and students.

DATA PROCESSING CENTRE

Data Processing Centre was established in 2003 with the approval of university and state government. The main aim
of the centre is to implement an efficient and transparent system, utilizing the state of art Information Technology
resources for effective information storage, retrieval and transfer mainly related to computerization of University
results, generation of mark sheet, degree etc. of the various examinations conducted by the university.

Data Processing Centre is well equipped with ICR/ OMR and high speed Line Printers along with Digital Photocopier
and Duplo Machine. A customized Application Software ‘Examination Result Processing System (ERPS)’ is being
utilizing for processing the results of various examinations conducted by the University including printing of mark
sheets, tabulation charts and degree certificates of students.

MUSEUM OF HIMALAYAN ARCHEAOLOGY AND ETHNOGRAPHY

The University Museum of Himalayan Archaeology and Ethnography was established in 1980 by late Prof. K.P.
Nautiyal, former Head of Department of History & Archaeology department. In 1982, the museum was shifted to a
new spacious building at Chauras Campus, enabling display of the antiquities, excavated finds and other important
collection of Terracotta Art, Bronzes, Sculptures, Manuscripts, Coins, Paintings, Inscriptions and the rich ethnographic
material, thus showcasing the rich heritage of Uttarakhand Himalaya.

The new building of Museum has 13 galleries spreading in ground floor with a covered area of 1000 Sq. Metre. These
galleries are being temporarily used for displaying the entire collection in a larger space. It will have a separate space
for office, laboratories, library, photography, drafting room, conservation and multimedia laboratories, store and
lobby etc. The university has sanctioned Rs. 50 Lakh for establishing modern showcases in the museum to display the
antiquities more systematically. Recently, the university has also allocated the fund for redesigning and upgradation
of the museum like implementation of multimedia (audio-visual).

GOVERNMENT E-MARKETPLACE (GEM)

Government e-Marketplace (GeM) has been envisaged by Government of India as the National Procurement Portal
of India. In order to shift to a more efficient procurement ecosystem, GeM has been providing a common, unified
and transparent portal for procurement of goods and services exclusively for Government organizations. It covers all
Government organization ranging from Defence establishments to local bodies.
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DGS&D or any other agency authorized by the Government will host an online Government e-marketplace (GeM)
for procurement of common use Goods and Services. The procurement of Goods and Services by Ministries or
departments will be mandatory for Goods or services available in GeM. The credentials of suppliers on GeM is
certified by GeM.

GeM 4.0 provide a more robust and flexible software platform and is a major step in propelling GeM to become a
truly world class e-Marketplace which simplify the complex procurement process to some extent. Decentralization is
key approach on GeM 3.0 for Buyer registration. Buyer onboarding and buyer management is decentralized. Every
authorized buyer will be able to register himself online. This allows a large number of buyers to be on boarded and
their management over their entire lifecycle on GeM.

The principle of segregation of duties is adopted while defining buyers in the system. Four types of users are
involved in the process of Procurement made through GeM during financial year 2017-18.

Verifying/authenticating officer: Any officer from administration of the organization who is authorized to verify the
details of primary user can be the Verifying/authenticating officer. She/He must be at the level of Under Secretary/
Equivalent or above.

The Ministry of Finance, Department of Expenditure, Govt. of India has formulated and notified General Financial
Rules 2017 vide its Office Memorandum, F.No.14 (3)/2015-E-II (A) dated 8th March 2017. H.N.B. Garhwal
University has started online procurement of Goods through GeM from July 2017 and adopted and implemented
“The General Financial Rules 2017 with the approval of Hon’ble Vice Chancellor with immediate effect vide its
Circular No. HNBGU/FO/2017/304 dated 12-06-2017.
