She raised her voice by the most common question, why do we need a new Education Policy ? The
National Education Policy was framed in 1986 and modified in 1992. In more than three decades:
Significant changes in society economy across the world, Education sector needs to gear to cater demands
of the 21st Century, Needs of the people and the country. To enhance in Quality, innovation, and research
- the pillars on which India will become a knowledge super power. The draft of National Education
Policy submitted on May 31, 2019. Things don’t come directly, right to fulfill something, to enlarge, to
modify, rechange there’s always a chain or one can called it a system. NEP also had gone through several
system and one of the systems was Consultation Process through nearly 2.5 lakhs Gram Panchayats, 6600
Blocks, 6000 ULBs, 676 Districts (May- Oct. 2015), Special Meeting of CABE (21.09.2019),
Parliamentary Standing Committee on HRD on (07.11.2019) etc. The vision of new National Education



Policy is to envisions an Education System rooted in Indian ethos that contributes directly to transforming
India, that is Bharat, sustainably into an equitable and vibrant knowledge society, by providing high-
quality education to all, thereby making India a global knowledge superpower. The major reform in
school education will be; 5+3+3+4 Curricular and Pedagogical Structure, No Rigid Separation between
Arts & Sciences, between Curricular and extra-Curricular activities, between Vocational and Academic
streams Vocational integration from class 6 onwards Reduction in Curriculum to Core Concepts, Medium
of Instruction till at least Grade 5, and preferably till Grade 8 and beyond in Home Language / Mother
tongue/ Regional Language, Tracking Student Progress for Achieving Learning Outcomes Book
Promotion Policy and Digital Libraries, Transparent online self-disclosure for public oversight and
accountability etc. The major reform in higher education will be; Holistic and Multidisciplinary
Education -Flexibility of Subjects, MHRD to be renamed as M/o Education etc. and in Professional
Education Preparation of professionals must involve an education in the ethic and importance of public
purpose, an education in the discipline, and an education for practice. NEP will also reform Teacher
education like by 2025, only educationally-sound, multidisciplinary, and integrated teacher education
programmed shall be in force. All stand-alone TEIs will be required to convert to multidisciplinary
institutions by 2030, since they will have to offer the 4-year integrated teacher preparation programmed.
A 1l-year B.Ed. May be designed for particularly outstanding candidates who have received a 4-year
undergraduate degree in a specialized subject. The use of technology platforms such as
SWAYAM/DIKSHA for online training of teachers will be encouraged, so that standardized training
programmers’ can be administered to large numbers of teachers within short spans of time. And some
reality check on NEP 2020: major challenges in implementation- Opening universities every week is a
herculean task, The numbers are no less daunting in reforms to our school system, Funding is a big
challenge in the Covid era, Current focus on healthcare and economic recovery to lower the execution
speed, Need to create a large pool of trained teachers, Inter-disciplinary higher education demands for a
cultural shift Implementation are somewhere started in different phases and will be guided by the
following principles-First, implementation of the spirit and intent of the Policy will be the most critical
matter. Second, it is important to implement the policy initiatives in a phased manner, as each policy
point has several steps, each of which requires the previous step to be implemented successfully. Third,
prioritization will be important in ensuring optimal sequencing of policy points, and that the most critical
and urgent actions are taken up first, thereby enabling a strong base Fourth, comprehensiveness in
implementation will be key; as this Policy is interconnected and holistic, only a full-fledged
implementation, and not a piecemeal one, will ensure that the desired objectives are achieved. Fifth, since
education is a concurrent subject, it will need careful planning, joint monitoring, and collaborative
implementation between the Centre and States. Sixth, timely infusion of requisite resources - human,
infrastructural, and financial - at the Central and State levels will be crucial for the satisfactory execution
of the Policy.
