General Guidelines for admission in DACE (2023-24)

Important Information:

1.

This brochure is only for general guidance for the candidates. The admission to the
DACE program shall be governed by the relevant provisions of the Ministry of Social
Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of India.

The admission to this scheme is suggestive of the fact that the terms and conditions laid
down in this brochure are acceptable to the candidate and his/her guardian.

Benefits under the Scheme (DACE) can be availed by a student not more than twice,
irrespective of the number of chances he/she may be entitled to take in a particular
competitive examination. The student will be required to submit an affidavit in this
regard.

DACE program is ONLY for the Scheduled Caste (SC) and Other Backward Classes (OBC)
Students to offer them ‘Free Coaching’ for the Civil Services/Allied Services
Examinations conducted by UPSC/State Public Service Commission a

Out of 100 sanctioned seats, 70% of seats are reserved for Scheduled Caste (SC) and
30% of seats are reserved for Other Backward Classes (OBC) Students. As per
directions from the ministry 33% of seats in each category shall be filled by eligible
female candidates. In case of non availability of sufficient number of female candidates,
the male candidates from the same category shall be admitted.

There is No actual fee for applying, admission and coaching under the DACE scheme.

Admissible payments: After admission, Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment
shall pay the course fee (Rs. 75,000/) of the candidates in two installments of 50% each.

Mode of Payment: All the admissible payments (i.e. which includes fee to be deposited
to the university and stipend) shall be released to the students through DBT in their
Aadhar enabled bank accounts. The fee and stipend shall be released in two

installments of 50% each of the admissible amount. The first installment shall be
released immediately at commencement of course and the second installment will be
released after conclusion of more than 75% of the course duration. The students will be
required to remit the portion to the institution fee immediately and in any case not
exceeding 15 days, to the Central Universities where they are receiving coaching.

A stipend of Rs. 4000/ (Rupee four thousand) per month will be provided to all the
selected/admitted students by the ministry.

An incentive of Rs 15,000/ (Fifteen thousand) shall be provided to all the successful
students to prepare for the interview after being successful in the mains stage of
Central Civil Services / State Civil Services Exams for Class 1 and Class 2 posts.

The candidates enrolled under this scheme shall have to attend all the classes. If any
student remains absent (for more than 04 days) without acceptable reasons like
medical or household emergencies, his/her candidature for the scholarship shall be
cancelled. Biometric attendance based on Aadhar of the students will be recorded and
shared with the ministry on a monthly basis. Leaving the coaching midway without
prior approval of the competent authority, the expenditure incurred on the candidate
will be recovered from the candidate concerned.

Duration of the course will be one year in case of UPSC/State Civil Services applicants.

Eligibility Criteria for Admission:

1. Only students belonging to SC and OBC categories, having a total family income of
Rs. 8.00 lakh or less per annum from all sources will be eligible for benefits under the
Scheme.

2. SC/OBC candidates belonging to a Minority community are not eligible under this
scheme.

3. Income Certificate: The income declaration of self-employed parents/guardians
should be in the form of a certificate issued by a Revenue Officer, not below the rank
of Tehsildar. Employed parents/guardians are required to obtain an income
certificate from their employer and submit a consolidated certificate from the
Revenue Officer including any other additional source of income.

4. The minimum marks in the Graduation degree should be 50% in aggregate.

5. The applicants appearing in the last year/ Semester of Graduation are also eligible to
apply, but Graduation degree is mandatory at the time of final interview/admission
in this programme.

6. Selection of the candidates for admission to the program will be strictly on the basis
of merit. The criteria for merit based admission (UG Marks + Interview + Weightage)
shall follow as given below.

(a) Marks obtained in Undergraduate degree Course (60 marks)

(b) Interview/Personality Test (30 marks)
(c) Weightage (10 marks)



Quantum of Weightage shall be as followed as.

(i) Qualified UPSC CSE Pre/Mains exam (10 marks)

(ii) Qualified State Civil Services/PCS Pre/Mains exam (07 marks)
(iii) Qualified any Central/State Group A services exam (07 marks)
(iv) Qualified any Central/State Group B services exam (05 marks)
(v) DACE last batch (2022-23) students (10 marks)

*In any case the maximum weightage shall not be more than 10 marks.

Important Note:

1. It shall be the duty of the applicant to produce the prescribed/desired documents for
admission. In case of non-production of the required documents, his/her claim for
admission shall automatically stand cancelled.

2. The information supplied by the applicant in his/her application (Online) shall be
final. Any subsequent change in the Online Registration Form will not be allowed. If
any information provided by the applicant is found to be false or forged at any
stage, his/her admission shall be cancelled.

3. The applicant is advised to take the print-out of Online Registration Form and keep it
with him/her for future correspondence and reference.

4. Any additional information will be published from time to time on the University
website.

Admission Procedure:

Online application shall be filled by clicking at the link provided at university website.
Admissions will be through the combined merit list prepared by the University after
screening the applications followed by the interview/Personality test and applicable
weightage (if any) marks of the candidates.

Application, Interview, Counselling and Admission Process:

1. The details of information regarding online application, merit list, admission and
counselling will be available on the University website: www.hnbgu.ac.in and
www.hnbgudaceadmission.samarth.edu.in

2. The candidate will be required to present themselves in person for
interview/personality test and admission.

3. |If the candidate does not turn up for interview/personality test and admission on
given date & time along with the required documents, his/her claim for the
admission will be automatically cancelled, and the candidate next in merit will be
accommodated against such seat.

4. All the required documents, mentioned below, are to be submitted at the time of
admission, failing which the applicant’s claim will not be entertained. The list of
documents required is as follows:



a. High School or equivalent examination mark sheet and certificate in original
along with a photocopy thereof.

b. Intermediate or equivalent examination mark sheet and Certificate in original
along with a photocopy thereof.

c. The graduation Mark sheet/Degree in original along with a photocopy
thereof.

d. Scheduled Caste/Other backward classes Category Certificate.

e. Proof/Details of earlier enrolment (session 2022-23) to any DACE centres in
India, if any.

f. Income certificate issued as per provision of the scheme (issued after 31
March 2023).

g. Proof of qualifying any national/state level Group A and Group B
examination.
h. All essential original documents and their photocopies.

Undertaking by Candidates:

Candidates have to submit the following undertaking on Rs 100 stamp paper.

(a) He/She is not receiving any benefits from any other/similar scheme of
Central/state govt.

(b) Currently, he/she is not enrolled in any other program/course elsewhere.

(c) He/she has not availed benefit of DACE scheme before (applicable to first time
applicants)

(d) He/she has not availed benefit of DACE scheme not more than once before
(applicable to last batch(2022-23) DACE students)

(e) He/She shall submit the course fee to DACE, immediately (i.e. not exceeding 15
days) after receiving the grant instalment from ministry in his/her bank account
without delay.

(f) If any false information/document is found while providing details during the
application, interview or admission, the candidate will be liable for a penalty with
recovery of the amount released (i.e. course fee and stipend) along with 15%
compound interest thereon.
